Cindy Kilgore, Maine State Department of Agriculture Livestock Specialist will be hosting two events in Aroostook County in February  that will help you immensely with your 4-H livestock projects! Youth who attend class will be granted a one- year certification. 

The first is a Pork Quality Assurance Program, which allows youth ages 8 to 18* to participate in the industry’s efforts to produce a safe and wholesome food product, with particular attention to the care and well-being of animals raised for pork. 

Youth PQA is a food safety, antibiotic use and animal well-being awareness and education program for youth. The Pork Industry Animal Care Coalition, made up of pork producers, packers/processors, restaurants and food retailers, dedicated itself to finding a food-industry solution that would give confidence to consumers that U.S. Pork is safe, wholesome and is produced in a way that respects animal well-being.  Youth who attend class will be granted a one- year certification.
